Oberau is a small village located only 4 km away from Meissen which is nearby Dresden. Woods and several ponds in walking distance are characteristic for the countryside around the castle. The Castle itself is build on an Island between two ponds and is surrounded by a farmhouse.Oberau Castle dates back to the Middle Ages but was converted in the sixteenth century. The ensemble of buildings includes a castle from the renaissance with a park, a manor-house from the classical age and several barns. Despite many changes undergone in the process, there remains the cross vault on the ground floor and in the upper floors many painted wooden ceilings from the renaissance and the baroque period. With regard to the small distance to Dresden and Meissen the will have the opportunity to visit important monuments and historical sites in their leisure time. The capital of Saxony fascinates its visitors with its magnificent baroque architecture and there are way more spots of interest. At Meissen it is worthwhile visiting the gothic chathedral which is well known as one of the best examples of Gothic Architecture. The close by old Albrechtsburg castle which offers a wonderful view over the river Elbe is also the place to visit the famous porcelain manufactory of Meissen. The castle has an old and historical building structure from 1566. So it will be a very interesting work for people who like such precious, old monuments of architectural history. The most important renovations where done the last years, but still there will be some reparations to be done during the camps.The most important work for the Camp at Oberau will be to bring the castle site and its outbuildings back to a proper appearance, removing building materials and cleaning the whole area. The group will load up the material to a truck which will bring the things to other houses of Open Houses. Furthermore the group will take care of the green areas, mow the lawn, cutting wood and cleaning the surrounding castle moat you will live in 2- 3- or 4-bed-rooms. Warm shower and WC are available. The meals will be prepared together as they are part of the community life, what means that everybody will be responsible for the meal at least once during his / her stay. So it would be very nice if you could bring typical recipes from home in order to introduce each other to the preparation of food from all over the world. Oberau is a village with 250 inhabitants and is located five kilometers northeast of Meissen. Dresden is 25km away from the village. At Oberau Castle there are alot of possibilities of filling your freetime: Several lakes are in walking distance and the surrounding of the castle is worth to explore. Worth seeing is the famous old town of Dresden with its art exhibitions and historic places, which is just 25 km away from the both camp places.
